And, as was pointed out many 

times during the 2007 session, 

those issues that are REALLY im-

portant in Japan are sometimes of 

no interest to Rotarians in Brazil, 

but it all seems to work itself out 

during the 6-day session. 

PDG Don Wasson will be District 

6110ôs  representative in 2010 with 

PDG Ed Hardesty as our alternate.  

District Governor Ron Petersen 

urges clubs with issues they would 

like to propose to make to make 

those items known before Confer-

ence.  Help is readily available if a 

club does not know all the nuances 

in preparation of legislation. 

One council representative asked 

the chair, ñWho gets the subscrip-

tion in the case of a divorce?ò  Ob-

viously this legislation failed, but it 

is an example of the stuff that actu-

ally makes it to the floor of the 

Council.  Some 500 other propos-

als were debated during the April 

2007 session. 

One piece of legislation concerning 

attendance did pass: the current 

50% attendance requirement was 

dropped from 60%. Also the issue 

of compensation for Rotary Inter-

national President and President-

Elect failed.  The Council felt that if 

club presidents serve with no com-

pensation, so should the RI Presi-

dent. 

Significant changes in Rotaryôs 

rules are necessary to keep us ñup 

to dateò and  relevant to whatôs 

happening  in the world of Rotary. 

MESSAGE  continued  

extra mile in membership by 

practicing retention while get-

ting new qualified members? 

Club Presidents ðhave you ap-

pointed a membership chair for 

your club? If not, do so now and 

make sure you join them and 

attend one of the Regional Mem-

bership Meetings. The meeting 

sites at the locations as of this 

writing are not yet firmed up, but 

you may contact District Admin-

istrator Terri Pollmiller tpollmil-

ler@sbcglobal.net to get the latest.

Your club needs to be creating 

awareness with Public Relations 

and using club brochures. Itôs a 

good idea to update your 

óClassification Surveyô  to identify 

classifications/vocations missing in 

your club. Consider this list for new 

members: neighbors, friends and 

family, new or existing businesses,  

places of worship, former Rotarac-

torôs, GSE team members, RYLA 

awardees, Youth Exchange partici-

pants and Ambassadorial Schol-

ars. Get óem in and get óem  in-

volved! Set up the Red Badge pro-

gram, assign a mentor, have new 

member forums, make sure they 

are assigned to a committee or 

participating in a new project. In 

addition, have them act as greeters 

or man the badge case to meet 

your entire club. KEY POINT: when 

new members are inducted, give 

them TWO pinsðannounce one is 

for them and another for the new 

member they will bring in  (in the 

next 6 months!) 

Past RI President Wilfrid J. Wilkin-

son said, ñThe magic of Rotary is 

that Rotary allows ordinary people 

to do extraordinary things. I know 

itôs not always an easy thing to in-

vite someone into Rotary. Too of-

ten, we hear no and nobody likes 

to hear no.  Itôs easy to get discour-

aged. But you have to expect those 

noôs and know when to ask 

againðand when to move on to 

find a yes somewhere else. That 

yes that you get, on the second or 

third or fourth try, is what Rotary 

needs from you most of all. It is the 

single most important thing you 

can do to ensure Rotaryôs second 

century. Without new members, 

nothing else matters - because 

however good our work, however 

valuable and vital, without new 

members it will take only a few 

decades for Rotary to disappearò. 

Membership Development is more 

than just recruiting members. While 

we must actively develop a strat-

egy to attract new members, keep-

ing them is the greatest challenge. 

The key to retention is an active 

club with fun meetings, good food, 

great programs and lots of activi-

ties in which all members are in-

volved! 

Lastly, itôs smart to address resign-

ing members by conducting exit 

interviewsðit may be a real eye 

opener!

PDG Dave Baker Speaks at  

Holiday Island Rotary  
Dave Baker, District 6110 Polio Plus Chairman, visited with the Holi-

day Island Rotary Club in July stating that Rotary, a humanitarian ser-

vice organization with nearly 33,000 clubs in more than 200 countries 

and geographical areas, has made polio eradication its top priority in 

1985. 

Baker said, ñRotaryôs vision of a Polio-free world inspired the creation 

of the  Global Polio Eradication Initiative (GPEI), which is today 

spearheaded by the World Health Organization, Rotary International, 

UNICEF and the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 

As the volunteer arm and lead private sector contributor in the GPEI, 

Rotary to date has contributed $700 Million, and its members have 

logged countless volunteer hours to immunize more than two billion 

children in 122 countries.  Yet today, the GPEI faces severe funding 

shortages. Rotary and the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation formed 

a partnership in 2007 to inject an additional $200 million in the eradi-

cation effort. Rotary received a generous $100 Million Challenge 

Grant from the Gates Foundation, and our 1.2 million members 

pledged to match it dollar-for-dollar over three years to reach the 

$200 million total. 

As a result of these unique partnerships, polio cases world-wide have 

been slashed by 99%; five million cases of paralysis have been pre-

vented and 250,000 pediatric deaths from polio have been averted. 

No single organization could have achieved this alone. As the world 

stands on the verge of victory over polio, it is more important now 

than ever to teach the world that amazing things can happen when 

forces join together for a common good.ò 

 PDG Baker was part of the Districtôs initial effort in 1988 when 

$333,778 was raised, with $240 million raised world-wide. He says
