GATES FOUNDATION

I n recogni zing
fundraising success and steadfast
commitment to polio eradication,
Gates announced that his Founda-
tion has decided to increase its
challenge grant by $255 milliond
for a total of $355 million. By ac-
cepting the increase, Rotary also
accepts the challenge to raise an
additional $100 million in matching
funds by 30 June 2012 and drives
the combined Rotary and Gates
Foundati on
ment to a total of $555 million.

All of the resulting $555 million will
be spent in support of immuniza-
tion activities carried out by the
Global Polio Eradication Initiative
(GPEI) in polio-affected countries.
The initiative is spearheaded by
Rotary, the World Health Organiza-
tion (WHO), the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention,
and UNICEF.

In another welcomed development,
the United
for International Development
(DFID) pledged $150 million and
the German government is giving
an additional $130 million, both to
the GPEI. Contributions from the
U.K. and Germany are separate
and will not
match of the Gates Foundation
challenge grant.

The infusion of funds is crucial if
the world is to finally be rid of polio,
a crippling, sometimes fatal dis-
ease that poses the highest risk to
children.  Although the initiative
has reduced the number of polio
cases by 99 percent over the past
two decades, the wild poliovirus
still persists in four countries & o
